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ANNEX 2.  NOTIFICATION

Annex 2 provides incident responders with notification requirements and supplementary logistical support information.  The resources provided in Table A2-1 are intended to augment the logistical support services already in use during the response.  Internal, community, state, and federal points of contact are provided.  

*  Notification procedures are in the Core Plan, section 2.2 and 2.3.  External notifications are found in the Core Plan, section 2.5.7.  The notification form containing information required by the National Response Center is located in the Core Plan as Table 2-1. 

A2.1
NOTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS

Notification information required by the NRC under the National Contingency Plan regulations (40 CFR 300.405(d)) includes, but is not limited to:



Location of the release;



Type(s) of material(s) released;



An estimate of the quantity of material released;



Possible source and/or cause of the release; and



Date and time of the release.

Notification information required by the Anystate State Department of Environment under their hazardous/dangerous waste regulations (state regulation(s) XXX-XXX-XXX(X)(X) includes:



Name and telephone number of the person reporting the spill;



Name and address of facility;



Time and type of incident (e.g. release, fire);



Name and quantity of material(s) involved, to the extent known;



The extent of injuries, if any; and



The possible hazards to human health and the environment outside of the facility.

Also, state regulation(s) XXX-XXX-XXX (X)(X) requires immediate notification of appropriate local authorities (Iceberg County, City of Birch Harbor) if evacuation of local areas may be advisable.

Notification information required to be reported to state and local emergency management agencies under the Emergency Planning and Right-to-Know regulations (40 CFR 355.40) includes: 



Name and estimated quantity of any substance involved in the release;



Indication of whether the substance is an extremely hazardous substance;



Time and duration of the release; 



The medium or media into which the release occurred;



Any known or anticipated acute or chronic health risks associated with the emergency and, where appropriate, advice regarding medical attention necessary for exposed individuals; 



Proper precautions to take as a result of the release, including evacuation; and



Name and telephone number of the activity point of contact.

Information contained in Table 2-2, Core Plan Section 2.3 satisfies the notification requirements of Anystate State, USCG, EPA, and Research and Special Program Administration (RSPA) oil spill planning regulations.

The following is a summary of federal and state release reporting requirements.  Consult the cited regulation or statute if there are questions about specific reporting requirements.

National Contingency Plan (NCP) (40 CFR part 300, subpart E).  The National Contingency Plan requires that NRC be notified of oil and hazardous substance spills exceeding reportable quantities.  40 CFR 302.6(a) lists reportable quantities for hazardous substance releases to the environment.  40 CFR 117.3 lists reportable quantities for hazardous substance releases to navigable waters.  40 CFR 110.6 gives a reportable quantity for oil spills to navigable waters.  The NRC notifies other cognizant federal agencies (Coast Guard and EPA).  Normally, however, the Navy also notifies the local Coast Guard Marine Safety Office and EPA region directly.  The NCP contains additional notification requirements for Federal On Scene Coordinators (FOSCs) including the requirement to notify FEMA of situations requiring evacuation of residential populations and to consult with NOAA whenever a release has the potential to affect any threatened or endangered species (see 40 CFR 300.135 for more details).  For Navy hazardous substance spills, the Navy is the FOSC and is responsible for all notifications required by the NCP.

Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act (EPCRA) (40 CFR 355.40). Requires that state and local emergency planning committees be immediately notified of hazardous substance releases exceeding reportable quantities.
Anystate State Oil and Hazardous Substance Discharge Statute (SED 90.56.280).  Requires that the Anystate State Division of Emergency Management be immediately notified of all oil and hazardous substance discharges to waters of the state.  The Anystate State Division of Emergency Management notifies the Department of Environment.  Normally, however, the Navy also notifies the local Department of Environment office.
Anystate State Dangerous Waste Regulations (state regulation(s) XXX-XXX-XXX).  Requires that the Department of Environment be notified of dangerous waste and hazardous substance releases to the environment that may be a threat to human health or the environment. [Note:  the dangerous waste definition of “hazardous substance” is different than the CERCLA/NCP definition of a “hazardous substance” (see state regulation(s) XXX-XXX-XXX for definition).]

EPA National Pretreatment Standards - Prohibited discharges (40 CFR 403.5).  40 CFR 403.12(f) requires that a Publicly Owned Treatment Works (POTW) be immediately notified of any discharges to their treatment facility which violate the discharge prohibitions of 40 CFR 403.5.  In general, 40 CFR 403.5 prohibits discharges that will pass through the sewage plant without treatment or which will harm the treatment facility or treatment facility personnel.

EPA NPDES Permit Program (40 CFR 122).  Requires that discharge permit violations be reported to the EPA Water Compliance Section.  Spills into the storm sewer system or sanitary sewer system may result in a stormwater or wastewater permit violation that must be reported under this regulation.  Consult the specific permit for information on release reporting requirements.

State Waste Discharge Permit Program (state regulation(s) XXX-XXX).  Requires that pretreatment permit violations under the State Waste Discharge Permit Program be reported to the Department of Environment.  State Waste Discharge Permits govern certain Navy industrial discharges into publicly owned wastewater treatment facilities.  Spills into a sanitary sewer system may result in a pretreatment permit violation that must be reported under this regulation.  Consult the specific permit for information on release reporting requirements.

Model Toxics Control Act Regulations (state regulation(s) XXX-XXX).  Requires that the Department of Environment be notified of hazardous substance releases within 90 days of the discovery of the release if the release may be a threat to human health or the environment.  (Note:  the definition of “hazardous substance” under MTCA is very broad and is not the same as the CERCLA/NCP definition or the Department of Environment’s dangerous waste definition.)
Underground Storage Tank Regulations (state regulation(s) XXX-XXX).  Requires that the Department of Environment be notified of releases or suspected releases from regulated underground storage tanks and their associated underground piping.  

Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA) (40 CFR 761).  Requires that the EPA Toxic Substances Branch be notified of certain PCB releases.  Under TSCA, any PCB release to surface water, sewers, drinking water supplies, grazing lands, and vegetable gardens must be reported immediately.  Also, fires involving PCB transformers must be reported immediately.  Certain other PCB spills to land must be reported to the EPA’s Toxic Substances Branch (see 40 CFR 761).  PCB reporting to the Toxic Substances Branch is in addition to the release reporting requirements of the NCP.

Natural Resource Damage Assessment (NRDA) (15 CFR 990).  Under NRDA, natural resource trustees are directed to assess the damage to the environment and to the public resulting from an oil spill.  Natural Resource Trustees include federal and state officials and Indian Tribes.  Although 15 CFR 990 does not contain specific notification requirements, it is recommended that affected trustees be notified of oil spills that may impact areas under their trusteeship.  Under 40 CFR 300.305, coordination with Natural Resources Trustees is the responsibility of the Federal On Scene Coordinator which will normally be the Coast Guard for Navy oil spills to navigable waters.

Regional Air Pollution Control Agency (REGAPA) Regulation (Section 340).  Requires notification of REGAPA if an emission and/or air quality standard is exceeded or if a hazardous substance release to the air exceeds a 40 CFR 302 (CERCLA/NCP) reportable quantity or a 40 CFR 355 (SARA/EPCRA) reportable quantity.  REGAPA is to be notified as soon as possible but in no event later than twelve hours after the incident.  In addition, REGAPA must be notified of accidental asbestos releases (per REGAPA Section 570.351) and of any releases that may result in odor complaints (REGAPA Section 535).
